The following changes in the fee structure will be implemented for 2008:

CHANGES

The fee for members applying for Provincial Membership is increased by $10.00

There will be no upgrades from Provincial to National Membership throughout the year.  If a skater initially registers as a Provincial Member and then wishes to change that status, a new National Membership form must be prepared with the full National Membership fee paid and processed.

There is a new registration form covering both National and Provincial registrations.

Alberta:  All membership registrations for Speed, Roller Figure Skating and Roller Derby will be handled by Roller Sports Alberta, c/o Lloyds Recreation, 7520 Macleod Trail S., Calgary, Alta, T2H 0L9

Roller Derby:  All membership registrations will be handled by the RSC Roller Derby Coordinator, 3 Duplex Avenue, #201, North York, Ontario M2M 4G6 (gillian@layer9.net)

IMPORTANT THINGS TO REMEMBER

Athletes competing at Ontario or Canadian Championships must be members in good standing of RSC, 30 days prior to the event or the entry fee is doubled

The effective date for the RSC insurance is the time the athlete submits their form and remits full payment

The membership registration process has been streamlined.

ALBERTA:  Club members must submit all their forms and fees to their Club Administrator who then submits them to the Provincial Board. Independent members must submit forms and funds directly to the Provincial Board This board will then forward a package of registration forms and a cheque for the appropriate fees to the RSC Treasurer. If any information is incomplete, the Board Administrator will be advised by email and the registration process halted until the missing information has been provided.  Club members and independents must not submit registrations directly to RSC. 

ONTARIO & OTHER PROVINCES (CLUBS):  Club members must submit their forms and fees through their Club Administrators who will then forward that information to the RSC Treasurer for processing.  If all the information is not complete, the Club Administrator will be advised by email and the process halted until the missing information has been provided.  RSC will not accept individual registrations from RSC club members.

ONTARIO & OTHER PROVINCES (INDEPENDENTS):  Individuals must complete the appropriate form and forward it, including the appropriate fee, to the RSC Treasurer for processing.  If all the information is not complete, the individual will be advised by email and the registration process is halted until the missing information has been provided.  
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
